Finished third on the
team with 45 three-pointers made and was fourth on the team in scoring. Netted season-high 32 points in only 23 minutes at
Louisiana-Monroe. Reached double figures in scoring 14 times, leading the team in scoring in three games. Hit at least one three-
pointer in 19 games.
